We'd heard about the tunnels connecting
the two and after our last house meeting,
we lightheartedly asked if an intern might
be available to walk us through them to go
over to the senate. They immediately
agreed! It was really cool and we got to
ride this little train in the tunnels as well -
which only went like 200 ft - but it was
exciting."
